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Moors Valley Country Park

This popular site is a partnership
between the Forestry
Commission and East Dorect
District Council. It comprises
over 750 acres of open
grassland, lakes, forest and
heath and activities on offer
include walking, cycling, horse
riding, orienteering, fishing and
a high ropes course. A Play
Trail consisting of nine wooden
play structures are located
around a one-mile trail through a
pine forest. Most of these were
built by a local artist. The
project was awarded a £100,000
grant from Sport England under
the Green Spaces and
Sustainable Communities
Programme. Young people
worked with the Council on the
funding application.
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
